
Hunger – A Reality in Howard County

  
With the uncertainty of these economic times, those most vulnerable among experience an 
even greater level of difficulty meeting their basic human needs.  At the Community Action 
Council, one of our programs provides healthy, nutritious food to families who need it the 
most.  Through the combined efforts of our Food Bank and eight pantry partners, CAC 
distributed 391,887 pounds of food, which equates to 6,614 Howard County families.  

So far this fiscal year, the number of families that we typcially serve from the Food Bank has 
increased by 58% since this time last year.  At the end of quarter 1 of FY 08, we served 727 
families; for the same time period in FY 09, we have served 1,147 families.  

  

With this increase in the numbers of families served, we are reaching out to our partners and 
community advocates for additional support.  As we approach the cold winter months, we 
know that our numbers will continue to increase; however, we want to be able to provide 
families with assistance with their basic human needs.
